The COVID-19 pandemic and related lockdown
measures have affected children and young
people negatively in various ways. Viken County
Council has set aside NOK 19 million for activities
to help counteract these consequences. The aim
was to strengthen low-threshold services in order
to promote good mental health among children
and adolescents. Nineteen projects in  the
region have received funding. Municipality and
nongovernmental organizations are cooperating
in running these projects, which must be free of
charge and accessible to all.

The regional planning strategy for Viken is based
on the SDGs (5) and will serve as a driver for
related work.
